Since then, she has developed “crafty friendly” 
techniques that have made it easy for even the beginner to create impressive embossed images in Copper, Brass and Aluminum foils.  Elaine has taught 
classes nationally, authored a “How To” book, and has made several television appearances.  This class is in response to crafters who have been asking 
for a comprehensive introduction to this ancient art form, also known as Repoussage.
